Applications are invited from eminently qualified Bhikkus who are well versed in Discipline and Doctrine in Buddhist Studies and Pali to take over the leadership of the Buddhist and Pali University of Sri Lanka as its Venerable Vice-Chancellor according to the provisions of the Buddhist and Pali University Act No. 74 of 1981 as amended by the Buddhist and Pali University of Sri Lanka (Amendment) Act No. 37 of 1995.  The appointment is for a period of three years.
The Head Office of the university is located at No 37, Moragahahena Road, Pitipana, Homagama.

Venerable Vice-Chancellor is a full time officer of the university.  He shall be the Principal Executive Officer, the Principal Academic Officer and the Accounting Officer of the university.  He shall be an ex-officio member and Chairman of both the Council; and the Senate.
